RESOLUTION TO ALLOW CITY MANAGER TO DISPOSE OF PERSONAL PROPERTY

WHEREAS, G.S. 160A-266(c) states that a city council may adopt regulations prescribing
procedures for disposing of personal property valued at less than thirty thousand dollars ($30,000)
for any one item or group of items in substitution for the requirements of this Article; and

WHEREAS, the regulations shall be designed to secure for the city fair market value for all
property disposed of and to accomplish the disposal efficiently and economically; and.

WHEREAS, the regulations may, but need not, require published notice, and may provide
for either public or private exchanges and sales; and

WHEREAS, the council may authorize one or more city officials to declare surplus any
personal property valued at less than thirty thousand dollars ($30,000) for any one item or group
of items, to set its fair market value, and to convey title to the property for the city in accord with
the regulations; and

WHEREAS, in the event NCGS 160A-266(c) is hereafter amended, the amended
provisions shall supercede the provisions adopted herein and shall be effective as amended; and

WHEREAS, a city official authorized under this section to dispose of property shall keep a
record of all property sold under this section and that record shall generally describe the property
sold or exchanged, to whom it was sold, or with whom exchanged, and the amount of money or
other consideration received for each sale or exchange.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners of the City of
Oxford, that the city manager is authorized to declare personal property valued at less than thirty
thousand dollars ($30,000) as surplus and dispose of said property in accordance with G.S. 160A-

266(c).
